Cyber bullying Interactive Activities
Title and focus: What can you do if someone is bullying you by e-mail, phone text, or social networking sites?
Activity 1   Split into 3 groups and appoint a team leader.  Ask them to tell you what they consider cyber bullying (even if they don’t know). Then you pose different scenarios of cyber bullying 
1.  Harassment by e-mail or phone text
2. Someone creates mock MySpace or Face Book page about you
Activity 2 Ask the 3 groups to tell you what they would do, again to benchmark their knowledge.
Go over what cyber bullying is and tell them what they can do if they are a victim.
1. Save the evidence
a. Activity 3  Have them tell you examples of evidence
2. Tell a trusted adult 
a. Activity 4 Have them list 3 adults they trust 
3. Report it.
a. Activity 5 Have them memorize the telephone number and cybertipline.com
You will need:  5 large pieces of paper for each group to write down what they say
Masking tape, markers and whistles to denote time they have for each activity 
Discussion Questions:
What are all the different ways that you can be cyber bullied?
What kind of consequences are there for cyber bullies?
Why should you keep your personal information private?
What information should you not post on line?
Why is it important not to send explicit pictures of yourself to anyone?
